Abstract. There is a risk of an increase in the number of people with alcohol consumption disorders as a result of
the COVID-19 pandemic. The decrease in social encounters resulting from social isolation may be related to the reduction
in alcohol consumption. However, due to new restrictions in daily life and social activities, more people drink alone, and
this is more dangerous. The aim of this study was to investigate the impact of the pandemic of coronavirus disease
(COVID-19) on the quantity and quality of alcohol consumption during quarantine. For the study, individuals with a
diagnosis of stage 2 alcoholism who were on the dispensary register, who regularly consumed alcohol 1-2 times a week,
and who consumed alcohol only on birthdays or holidays were selected. Most of the subjects changed their habits related
to the frequency of alcohol consumption during the COVID-19 pandemic. The frequency of alcohol consumption showed
an increase in vodka abuse compared to beer in all groups.
